Title: Development of Sino-Malaysia Diplomatic Relations and the
Tourist Industry

Abstract: 40 years ago, Malaysia and China re-established diplomatic
relations. At that time, in 1974, this agreement was a major
turning point in terms of politics and diplomacy. The national and
international conditions at that time were very different from what
it is today. Then, both nations were preoccupied with their own
problems: New Economic Policy for Malaysia, and Cultural Revolution
for China. Although diplomatic relation was re-established, many
restrictions and reservations persist. It is not until the 1980s, when
China relaxed its trade policy that Malaysia Government follow
suit with relaxation on the restriction of trades between Chinese
businessmen of Malaysia and their counterparts in China. This sped
up trade exchanges between the two nations. Tourism industry
flourishes as business grow, and the number of merchants and
tourists visiting both nations increase many folds. Irrespective of
whether for business or leisure, the demand for tourist related
services increase. In past years, the Malaysian Government has
developed special trade zones, industrial parks; at the same time
it encouraged chimney less industries, such as ‘second home plan;
real estate, education, medical tourism, etc. All these promotional
activities required the cooperation of tourism industry to provide
quality service in order to be successful.
