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implementation of the reform and opening policy a. As shown in the
course of democracy in developing countries, when authoritarianism
political systems change to democracy, intellectuals formed the
important motivating power at the beginning of the democratic
movement and then became the main motivators during the
formation of civil society. The research shows that the relationship
between Chinese intellectuals and the nation shows the strong
characteristic of compromise and cooperation rather than of
confrontation even as intellectuals autonomy has been enlarged.
This means that intellectual commercialization in the market and
the control and engagement strategy of the government has been
successfully achieved. As such, it is suggested that China’s political
democratization should be achieved through gradual changes from
above rather than from below.
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
