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and the development of rural education. China’s teacher education
reform began in 1999. And in past few years, more than 1,000
secondary education teacher colleges in China have been closed or
merged. As such, China’s secondary normal education, which which
was started about a hundreds years ago, is becoming a history. In
recent years, as the primary school teacher education grows, it is
harder to recruit teachers in the rural areas. University graduates are
facing difficulties adapting to the needs of primary school teaching.
This paper reviews the development of China's secondary normal
education during the past 100 years. It discusses the development of
teacher education in primary school teacher training. Based on the
needs of rural education, it reviews some of the successful experience
of primary school teacher training. The fundamental to the
successful training of primary school teachers is the establishment
of deep professional emotions, development of teaching skills, the
comprehensive growth of teacher quality, and acquisition of childlike
innocence.
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
