Abstract: With textual analysis and empirical research, this article
examines three historical manuscripts (1958, 1965 and 1975) from
canonization process of the “Ten Major Relationships”. In addition to
clarifying the formation, transformation process, and canonization of
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the “Ten Major Relationships”, this study will investigate the historical
ties between its deformation with “Anti-rash Advance”, “Great Leap
Forward”, National Economic Regulation and Cultural Revolution
campaign. The aim is to explain the current misunderstanding
and misinterpretation. By analyzing the contradictions in the
principles of “Take Soviet Union as a mirror” and “Take Soviet Union
as a teacher”; socialism “More, Faster, Better and Cheaper” and
“Comprehensive Equilibrium”; economic policies “heavy industry,
light industry, agriculture” and “agriculture, light industry, heavy
industry”; revolution and production, this article hope to clarify the
internal conflict between theoretical logic and practical policy, thus
presenting a textual perspective for understanding the process of
Mao’s era industrialization.

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Abstract: The task to amend the constitution is entrusted to
the Chinese Communist Party’s senior leaders and the Central
Committee’s oversight, to set the standard of the amendment, and
discussion procedures. The ten constitutional amendments made
since 1954 showed that senior leaders play an important role in
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foreign language teaching, emphasizing the importance of higher
education institutions in providing education in foreign languages.
Between1992-1996, the Office of the Higher Education Commission
of the Ministry of Education of Thailand introduced a policy on the
compulsory learning of the Chinese language. As a result, Chinese
language education in Thailand received a great boost in terms of
supply of teachers, teaching materials, courses and teaching facilities.
In 2009, the Ministry of Education Thailand and China signed a
bilateral Thailand - China (PRC) Education Cooperation Agreement,
strengthening the educational relationship and exchanges between
the two countries. Although the issues of Chinese teaching resources
have been resolved to some extent, the advancement of Chinese
language proficiency in Thailand remain below expectation. This
paper discusses ways to strengthen Thailand - China educational
cooperation. And explores approaches on how to would optimize the
results among Thai college students majoring in Chinese education.
