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Abstract: With globalization, the development of the market
economy, international economic and trade has intensified. In
response, China must make corresponding adjustments in its
international economic strategy to adapt to the challenges brought
on by its domestic economy and international trade exchanges.
Under the RCEP framework, this paper examines the prospects
and challenges of Chinese automobile’s export to the Southeast
Asian market. With data from the past 10 years, and drawn from
14 member countries of RCEP, this project study the factors and
challenges of Chinese automobile industry impact on Southeast
Asia. The study concluded that strengthening China's trade with
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RCEP member countries will increase the scale of China's automobile
market. Secondly, to expand the core model as a means to enhance
the influencing factor of the Chinese automobiles in the Southeast
Asian market. Finally, based on the RCEP framework, the study
proposes countermeasures and suggestions to promote the Chinese
automobiles to the Southeast Asia.
